Biografia

El artista plastico Pedro Roldan Molina naci6 en
Rute, provincia de Cdrdoba, el 27 de Octubre
de1954.Desde muy joven realizé sus primeros
estudios de dibujo, obteniendo diferentes pre-
mios de pintura y otras técnicas, en su locali-
dad, y también uno nacional a los ocho afios.

Obtuvo numerosos premios de pintura, que le
sirvieron como medio para proyectarse, dan-
dose a conocer dentro de esta esfera artistica.
Como consecuencia de ello sus obras se mo-
vieron por todo el territorio nacional y también
fuera de nuestras fronteras, especialmente en
E.E.U.Uy centro Europa, formando parte de co-
lecciones particulares e institucionales de estos
lugares. Dicen que hace magia con los colores y
gue sus cuadros son como extraidos de un sue-
Ao, que sus pinceladas salpican todo el ambien-
te, inundando todo de color, que son poesias
pintadas...que vive en un mundo diferente, que
ve las cosas diferentes.

Biography

The artist Roldan Molina, Pedro was born in
Rute (Cordoba) on 27th October 1954. He stu-
died drawing from a young age, attaining various
awards in painting, he even achieved one abroad
when aged eight. The artist moved to Barce-
lona, where he completed his painting studies
surrounded by the modernists, near the impres-
sionists, but mainly along those great painters
who captured those landscapes during the last
decade of the 20th century. Some of them whe-
re his teachers, like Carbonell, Gonzalez, whom
the painter greatly admired.

Roldan Molina achieved numerous painting
awards, which allowed him to progress and make
himself know as an artist within this world’s artis-
tic sphere. Consequently, his work was exhibited
in nationally and abroad, especially in USA and
in the centre of Europe, in various institutions and
private premises. It is said he does magic tricks
with colours and that his paintings are as if they
were extracted from a dream, in which his brush-
strokes taint a whole atmosphere, projecting all
its colour, which becomes painted poetry... It is
also said, he lives in a different world, and that
he sees things differently.

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In which world does P. Roldan live in? It would be
wonderful from what we capture in his motifs, to get
to know the his work, to go for a stroll under his skies
and among his forests of a thousand colours.

...Each of his exhibitions is a miracle, and at the
same time a mystery, turned into colour.

In reality, but his reality and we must be
grateful to him for allowing us to share
it through his painting art works...
Roldan is a magic dreamer. A magician
of colours and reality...and then, in ad-
dition to a sense of intimacy. The sur-
face is, the brilliant solution, the magic.
Roldan proves that the art of painting
is not only to paint. Something more,
much more. Painting is to communi-
cate things, and Roldan knows how to
communicate, one feels attracted by his
works of art. Or by his colour, by his im-
agination, the manner in which he sees
and discovers the other reality. He plays
with colour and volumes with great mastery, I would
allege unique. Is one of those artists, who does not
need to sign his works of art.

...things are not as he depicts them. Or perhaps they
are, but not entirely. Reality lacks the imaginative
and mysterious, dreaming touch which Roldan pro-
vides it with. I have never seen rounded yellow clouds
suspended in the blue sky: Roldan sees them and we
also, though him. And they are beautiful.

...to imagine, to develop, to paint is something more
than the mere act of placing colour on a surface.
We have to place he soul, passion, certainty, Pedro
Roldan places it all.
