BIOGRAFIA

El pintor Emilio Campos Goitia nacié en Bilbao
en el afio 1931. Es padre del pintor Emilio
Campos Ugarte y hermano de la pintora Lola
Goitia. Ejercié la profesién de A.T.S., En
Beltran Casado de Bilbao. Desde esa época se
dedica en exclusiva a la Pintura. Por los afios
50 recibid la ayuda del entonces Alcalde
Joaquin de Zuazagoitia teniendo por
compaiieros en los estudios de Maria Mufioz
a importantes pintores y un escultor.

Ha realizado numerosos murales y hecho
retratos de gran tamaifo a ilustres
personalidades de Bilbao. Ha sido
Galardonado con 16 Primeras Medallas, 10
Segundas y 6 Terceras. 1 Premio de Honor de
Vizcaya en 1964. 1 Primer Premio de Bocetos
de Mural en Dusseldorf (Alemania).

Emilio ha realizado exposiciones pictdricas
individuales en prestigiosas Galerias de Arte
nacionales e internacionales en, Galeria
Moroco Marruecos. Galeria R.C.N.Y. Nueva
York (EE.UU.). Sala C.C.P. Paris (Francia).

The painter Emilio Campos Goitia was born in
Bilbao in 1931. He is Emilio Campos Ugarte
father and Lola Goitia’s brother, who are also
painters. He practiced the profession of nursing
(A.T.S) in "Beltran Casado de Bilbao’. Since that
time he has devoted himself exclusively to
painting. In the 1950s he received the
assistance of the then Mayor Joaquin de
Zuazagoitia, and had as companions in his
studies important painters and a sculptor.

He has made numerous murals and made large
portraits of distinguished personalities from
Bilbao. He has been awarded 16 times First
prize Medals, 10 times Second and 6 times
Third medals. 1 Vizcaya Honor Award in 1964. 1
First Prize for Mural Sketches in Dusseldorf
(Germany).

Emilio has made individual pictorial exhibitions
in prestigious national and international art
galleries in moroco Gallery, in Morocco.
R.C.N.Y. Gallery in New York (USA). CCP room
in Paris France).

His Works are represented in the Contemporary
Bullfighting Museum in Madrid. Vitoria City Hall
Museum, Vitoria. Bilbao Wine Museum, and
Contemporary Museum in Texas, Texas (USA).
